REGISTRATION POLICY:

® A $40.00 Registration Fee per student and First & Last Months Tuition is required with
the registration form to reserve space in class. Registration is not considered complete
and class space is not reserved until these fees are paid. Registration fees are
non-refundable /non-transferable.

TUITION POLICES:
